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Mali¥, lékar a spisovatel Joset Hefman Agapit Gal-
la$ se narodil v Hranicich 4. dubna 1756. Byl synem sochare
Frantiska Gallase a Magdalény Voijtkové. V letech 1758 - 1761
Zila rodina v Blansku, pak opét v Hranicich, kde maly Gallas
navitévoval tzv. normdlni $kolu na dnednim Skolnim ndmést.
Poté studoval v Lipniku nad Beévou a v Olomouci. Roku 1778
odesel do Vidné, kde navstévoval uméleckou akademii, nako-
nec ale ziskal zaméstndni jako vojensky lékar. PUsobil jako plu-
kovni ranhoji¢ v Unic¢ové, ve Vidni a hali¢ské Jarostawi, kde
v lednu 1791 oslepl. Po éstecném uzdraveni byl penziono-
vén a v fiinu 1791 se vrdtil do Hranic [3]. Zde byl jeho Zivot vy-
plnén |ékafskou praxi, malifskymi a literdrnimi z&jmy a fadou
osvétovych projektl, jimiz predstihl svou dobu. Nejvétsiho ohla-
su se dockala jeho bdsnickd tvorba (sbirka Miza moravskg,
1813), zfizeni jedné z prvnich vefejnych knihoven na Moravé,
bezplatné vyucovani déti vytvarnému uméni a provozovdni ne-
mocnice pro chudé obyvatele mésta. Zemrel v rodném domé
15. dnora 1840. Dnes jsou ocenovdny zejména jeho ndrodo-
pisné a autobiografické spisy.

Ta vyuZila
k nemocni¢nim Géeldm cely dom. Nemocnice zde fungovala

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A painter, physician, and writer Josef H. A. Gallas was
born in Hranice on April 4, 1756. He was the son of sculptor Fr.

Galla$ and Magd. Vojtkové. From 1758 - 1761 the family lived
in Blansko and then again in Hranice, where the young Gallas
went to the “standard school”. Later, he studied in Lipnik n/B and
Olomouc. In 1778 he left for Vienna to study at an art academy
but eventually he became a military physician. He worked as
a regimental physician in Unicov, Vienna, and in Jarostaw, whe-
re he went blind in January 1791. Following a partial recovery,
Galla$ retired and in October 1791 returned to Hranice [3].
Here he enjoyed his medical practice, painting and literary inte-
rests, and a number of enlightening projects tar ahead of their
time. The activities that met with the greatest acclaim include his
own poetry (the Miza moravskd collection, 1813), establishment
of one of the first public libraries in Moravia, and operation of a
hospital for poor inhabitants of the town. Galla$ died in the home
of his birth on February 15, 1840. Today, especially his ethno-
graphic and autobiographical works are highly appreciated.

mennd, then Rybi, and in the end Galasova Street is a unique
document of the original development of this location [1]. It was
orobably built at the beginning of the 18th century. Gallas's fa-
ther acquired the house in 1754 from his brother-in-law Frantisek
Hlavae. At the beginning of 1794 Josef H. A. Gallas took over
the farm and built a small house for his parents in the yard - “In
spring, works on the house for my parents commenced, and to-
gether with fences the building cost more than 500 fl. - | was for-
ced to pay most of it using my medical earnings. My father was
old and busy with work in another village so he could not over-
see the carriers, labourers, and brick layers, and | did not un-
derstand these things much and in addition had many patients
to look after, and therefore | finished up quite cheated and dece-
ived especially by the carriers.” After 1807 Galla$ transtormed
his parents” house into a hospital for poor Hranice inhabitants,
practiced there free of charge, and paid the personnel. Together

with his wite Anna, born Anderlovd (1764-1836), he beque-

athed the sefilement to the town. The town used the entire hou-
se for hospital purposes. The hospital was run here until 1865,
when it was tfransferred to house No. 366 (on the site of the for-
mer mail office on the Trida 1. Mdje Street). The infectious di-
seases department remained in the side building until 1905. La-
ter the residence served as a fown poorhouse until the mid-20th
century [2]; since 1991 the house has been protected as a mo-
nument. In 1994 it was sold to a private owner.

LA LY T TGV During the second half of the 19th century

Galla$ became an icon of the local national movement. In 1842
a statue representing a muse with a lyre was placed on his gro-
ve in the town cemetery (in 1946 the statue was replaced with
Gallas’s bust [4]. In 1897 a Czech educational association (un-
til 1925) that managed Czech schools in Hranice was named
after Gallas . In 1885 a memorial plague was unveiled on his
house. Since 1905, the tacade of the elementary school on TFi-
da 1. Mdije Street is decorated with Gallas's portrait. Apart from

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many manuscripts, the Gallas library - a set of about 2,500 vo-
lumes, which Gallas collected to establish a public church libro-
ry in 1811 (officially approved in 1815) - has been preserved.
Following Gallas’s death, the library continued to be enhanced
until in 1913 it was handed over to the town museum.

| LI N NN Near Gallas’s House there is a protec-

ted tree - Small-leaved (heart-shaped) Lime, in Latin Tilia corda-
ta [5]. At the chest height the trunk is 310 cm around, the whole
tree is about 12 m high, its top is unusually immense, and the tree
is estimated fo be about 170 years old. In 1968 the tree was
declared a protected natural monument.
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
