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Severni draha cisare Ferdinanda RAICREK]e
byla zahdjena vystavba jednokolejné Zeleznicni trati, kte-
r& méla spojit Viden s Hali¢i na severovychodé rakouské
monarchie. Pro realizaci projektu byla vytvorena akciové
spolecnost Kaiser Ferdinands-Nordbahn, kterd trat vlast-
nila az do roku 1906. Dne 7. cervence 1839 prijel prvni
vlak do Brna, 1. z4fi 1841 do Prerova, 17. fijna 1841 do
Olomouce a 15. srpna 1842 do Lipnika nad Beévou. Poté
byla vystavba kvili nedostatku financi prerusena a obno-
vena byla az v kvétnu 1844. V sobotu 1. kvétna 1847 byl
zprovoznén Usek Lipnik - Bohumin. Od tohoto dne pak uz
probihala Hranicemi pravidelnd Zelezniéni doprava. Vio-
dukt se stal jednou z nejzajimavéjSich stavebnich domi-
nant mésta [5]. Projekt Severni drahy byl dokonéen v roce
1856 zahdjenim provozu na celé hlavni trati Viden - Kro-
kov.
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In 1836, works on the

construction of single-track railway that was to connect
Vienna with Galicia commenced. Galicia was the nor-
theast part of the Austrian Monarchy. A joint stock com-
pany Kaiser Ferdinands-Nordbahn was established to
implement the project; it owned the railway until 1906.
On July 7, 1839 the first train arrived in Brno, on Sep-
tember 1, 1841 in Pferov, on October 17, 1841 in Olo-
mouc, and on August 15, 1842 in Lipnik nad Becvou.
Afterwards, the construction was suspended due to a
lack of finances and renewed again only in May 1844,
On a Saturday of May 1, 1847 the stretch from Lipnik
to Bohumin was launched into operation. And from that
moment, the railway transportation in Hranice was con-
sistent. The viaduct became one of the most interesting
architectural features of the town [5]. The entire North
Railway project was completed in 1856.

BT 24 The whole 430 m railway bridge is

composed of three viaducts. The first viaduct with 32 ar-
ches and brick vaults [4] was completed on August 23,
1844, and three months later (November 9) the first en-
gine ride was conducted here. Expanding the railway
by a second track required another viaduct with the
same number of arches with stone vaults - this was built
from 1870-1872. Regular operation was commenced
in 1873. In 1911, the project of extending the railway
by a third and fourth track was commenced. The con-
struction of the third Hranice viaduct was conducted
from 1916-1918 [2]. With the end of the First World
War the construction was suspended and conserved.
The works were restored only when another war was
expected - from May 1936 until June 1937 a viaduct
with 30 arches with concrete vaults was built. The con-
struction survived the Second World War even though
it had been targeted by the air raids and the retreating

Electrificati-
on of the railway took place in 1959.

In 2004 the youngest vic:

duct was reconstructed as a part of the construction of
a railway corridor and the oldest viaduct ceased to be
used for railway transport. The whole railway bridge
was declared a cultural monument in 2007, which was
followed by a reconstruction of the oldest viaduct, at risk
from water damage and by ageing materials [1].

LT VA Building the viaduct in the mid-19th century

was a very difficult project. Almost 2,500 people wor-
ked there, apart from the local laborers these included
also people without any permanenthome, who travelled
from one construction site to another in larger groups.
One of the pillar collapsed during the works, killing 14
people.

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med more than 20 lives. About two thousand Italian pri-
soners worked on constructing the youngest viaduct du-
ring the First World War [3]. On the inner side of the
youngest viaduct, on the 21st pillar, on one of the sto-
ne block there is an inscription at about 7 meters above
ground: “23.1X.18 / H.R. - R.R.” [6]. According to the
tradition, these are initials of two ltalian captives who,
while working, fell to the ground and died here on Sep-
tember 23, 1918. The story goes that both were wal-
led-in in the pillar and the stone is their tombstone.
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
