first mentioned in 1398; the present chateau, added to
the north-west part of the town walls, was built from the
15th century until the 17th century. It is a four-wing two-
floor building (connected by a one-floor northern wing)
with a unique Late Renaissance arcade courtyard.The
chateau portal with crests dates back to 1612-1614.
The south-west corner holds a cylindrical tower with an
octagonal extension and a weather vane with the year
1604 on it. A similar tower used to stand on the north-e-
ast corner of the east wing of the chateau, in the present
Jirdskova Street. It was removed when the road was ex-
tended in the first half of the 19th century [2]. The repre-
sentative rooms in the south wing feature rich stucco, Late
Renaissance, decoration with a partly preserved poly-
chromatic finish. Under layers of lime coats, the stuccos
were rediscovered and renovated in 1942-1944. The
1st floor boasts a portal with the crest of Ferdinand, the

cardinal of Dietrichstein, from 1622-1636, a Classicist
majolica stove, and two modern marble fireplaces.

Used as offices and flats since the 17th
century, the chateau was owned by the Dietrichstein
heirs until 1945. As German property it was then con-
fiscated and handed over to the town. Subsequently it
was the seat of the regional authority and of the Jed-
nota consumers’ cooperative. After 1992 the fifty-room
building was offered for sale but failed to attract any
buyers so eventually a decision was made to change
the chateau into the new seat of the Town Office. The
remodeling took place from 1996-1998. The walled-in
arcades were reopened, a roof was put over the cour-
tyard, and after many decades the whole building loo-
ked representative again [1]. The chateau was ceremo-
niously opened on October 24, 1998. The ground flo-
or of the chateau is open to the public, apart from the

1430 the original wooden fortifications and also inclu-
ded three town gates - Motosinské (Drahotusskd) in the
28. Rijna Street, Mlynskd in the Svatoplukova Street, and
Horni in the Jirdskova Street. The subsequent moat wall
was built at the beginning of the 16th century: small se-
mi-cylindrical bastions with slot loopholes for small arms
repeated at intervals of forty to seventy meters around
the perimeter. Today, twelve of them are partially pre-

served [6] [7].

farm buildings of the chateau were built on the whole
plot. In the 18th century a granary, distillery, and a bre-
wery were placed here [4]. On November 16, 1958 the
building was almost completely destroyed by fire [3]. In
the end, the structure was demolished [5], the only part
that has survived is the connecting building of the pre-
sent Chateau hotel from the 19th century. In the 1960s
a culture house was planned to be built here but the in-
tention was never carried out. The Chateau Club was
opened underground in 2007 to hold cultural events.
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
