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L CXCICHEC IR L RO 8" For centuries, the old parish
church of St. John the Baptist (on the present Skolni Square) and
the surrounding cemetery were the last resting place for Hrani-
ce’s inhabitants. With closing the of the church in the 18th cen-
tury, burials could no longer be performed here. However, by
the beginning of the 17th century, the majority of burials were ta-
king place at the “new bone yard”, which gradually turned into

the present town cemetery [1]. In 1869, the present wall from Ii-
mestone blocks was built around the cemetery.

ons accompanying the deceased started from the parish church,
continued through the Farni, Cernotinskd (today’s Svatoplukova)
Streets, followed by the Na DldZce (On the Pavement; today's
Komenského) Street named after paving, which was to help the
funeral processions on their journey. At the crossing with the Kr-
chovskd (today’s Hrbitovni) Street, the procession met with a sta-
tue of Our Lady of Sorrows from 1731, whose gaze accompa-
nied the grieving up to the cemetery.

VLIELH AT TOA Roku 1914 byl za méstskym hrbito-

vem zfizen vojensky hrbitov pro obéti 1. svétové vdlky, tedy
vojdky zemrelé v hranické rezervni vojenské nemocnici. Zde
byl 12. srpna 1915 odhalen pamdtnik se sochou Iva [4].
Svij véény odpodinek zde naslo na 1500 vojdkd mnoha né-
rodnosti [5]. Kdyz byl vojensky htbitov roku 1937 pfipojen
k méstskému hrbitovu, byly ostatky vojakd presunuty do vy-
budovaného mauzolea, na néjz byla socha lva premisténa.

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UG CIQYAL S S 9'A In 1914, a military cemetery was esta-

blished behind the town cemetery for the victims of the First World
War, meaning the soldiers who died in the Hranice emergency
military hospital. On August 12, 1915 a memorial with a statue
of a lion was unveiled here [4]. About 1,500 soldiers of many
nationalities found their eternal rest here [5]. When in 1937 the
military cemetery was annexed to the ftown cemetery, the rema-
ins of the soldiers and the statue of the lion were transterred to
a newly built mausoleum. The impressive design of the mauso-

leum is the work of Major Ladislav Prochézka; the building was
remodeled from 2006-2007 [3].

oY TV CL T LIS The main cross of the cemetery
(now only a fragment) was purchased in 1791, its creator Fran-
tisek Gallas (1723-1795) was later buried under the cross in
compliance with his own wishes [2]. The old wooden cross in
front of the entrance gate to the cemetery was replaced in 1889
with a stone one. By the funeral hall on the northern side there is
a statue of St. John of Nepomuk from 1716, sculpted by Konrdd
Spindler, and originally standing on today’s Masaryk Square.

Joset H.A. Galla$ preserved a story of a mentally ill Klara Slé-
deckovd, who at the beginning of the 19th century lived for fif-
teen years in a shed at the Hranice cemetery: “By the wall she
had a bed and next to it stood her spinning wheel, above which
she had hung spiritual as well as secular pictures. Surprisingly
enough she never froze to death. Every night, even in the most

severe cold, she would wake up at eleven, go pray to the stone
cross at the cemetery, and visit the grave of her last child.”

L X CES T NI Excluding an illegible Renaissan-

ce tombstone of a woman, which is walled-in the cemetery wall
behind a tombstone on the left/42-43, then the oldest preser-
ved tombstone dates back to 1817 (left/25), even though it was
used several times later. The oldest buried individual whose name
can be found on the tombstone is the writer Josef H. A. Gallas
(1756-1840). A continuous line of tombstones starts only at the
end of the 19th century, when the cemetery acquired its present
appearance.

rel Jano$ek with a woman leading children (1924, V/12-13)
[6], Marie Scheidlové with a statue of a woman grieving at a co-
lumn (1914, right/67-68), Joset H. A. Galla$ with a Bronze bust
(1946, right/70), Hermann Reuss with a bust (1931, right/157)
[7], the Petschner family with a statue of a woman with a cross
and a book (right/196-198), or the tombstone of the Kylar, Wlo-
dek, and Vlasék family with a bust (1/148-150).
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
