of the Virgin Mary is generally referred to as Kostelicek (“A small
church”); in the 19the century the name “Kosteli¢ek pod lesem”
(“A small church below forest”) used to be used more often [1]. Little
is known about its beginnings. As the local tradition goes, it was
built by the owner of Hranice, the Rajhrad monk Jurik (T 1209).
However, the first writt-en record of “a small white church in front of
the town"” dates back to 1492. In 1595 the church was replaced
by a larger construction, which is still standing there even today.
It is a Late Gothic single-nave building with a polygonal choir;
the sacristy was added in 1781. Due to lime mining in a nearby
quarry called Skalka for decades the statics of Kostelicek had

been disturbed and during the last overhaul in 1987-1988 the
whole building was supported with steel cable [3].

Kosteli¢ek was the centre of the local
sect of the Our Lady of Hranice - a 114 cm tall sacred statue
rom lime wood, made in the second half of the 15th century [2].
Pilgrimages made to this statue survived even the inclination of the
Hranice inhabitants to the Protestant reformation, which denied
the Marian sect in the Catholic form. Kostelicek witnessed the

greatest influence of the Our Lady of Hranice sect at the end of
the 17th century and beginning of the 18th century, however it
has never achieved the importance of great Barogue pilgrimage
sites in Moravia. In his autobiography, the Hranice writer Josef
H. A. Galla$ describes what the piety was like. When he was
born in 1756, the midwife cut off the umbilical cord incorrectly, so
“a very paintul ulcer formed on that place, not wanting to heal for
full six weeks, sucking out my physical strength to such an extent
that my parents doubted | would survive and promised me to
the Mother of God in front of her picture (statue) at Kostelicek
pod lesem. Thanks to her intercession the ulcer healed soon and
in addition my physical strength was increasing so obviously, as
my father used to tell me, that they all marveled at it very much.”
Whenever | was ill, my parents proceeded in the same way:
“I was not too forced to use medicine; what | know is that my
parents had promised me to Our Lady, and when | recovered, they
would sacrifice a candle at the Kostelicek pod lesem.” As Baroque
piety changed at the end of the 18th century, the sect of Our Lady
of Hranice receded until it completely disappeared. The sacred
statue used to stand on a side altar where now is an altar with o
picture of St. Anthony of Padua [4]. In 1953 the statue was moved

to the Hranice parish church and today it is in the depositary of
the Olomouc Archdiocese.

FTY Kostelicek is a part of a sacral site located at the base of
the Hluzovsky Hill. Apart from Kostelicek it includes mainly the St.
Anthony of Padua Chapel, appearing for the first time in historica
records in 1658. However, the record speaks already about
a repair, not construction [9]. But as early as in 1786 the chape
was deconsecrated within Franz Joset's reforms and subsequen-
tly, it was used to store gun powder. In 1824 it was repaired and
restored to its original liturgical purpose thanks to a handful of
Hranice citizens [10]. Behind the chapel there used to be a cave
where the local ascetics lived.

m -rom 1686 to 1707 a Capuchin monk Havel, a former

Hranice tailor, lived an ascetic lite in this location. Following his
death, the hermitage was restored by a Polish priest Sebestidn
Srzemsky of Krakow, who originally sought treatment in the nearby
Teplice spa. In 1738 the priest built Stations of the Cross around
the cemetery, in 1766 he died and was buried in Kosteli¢ek, where
his tombstone can be found even today. In 1767 an ascetic Véclav

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Dura lived here, followed by three lay monks - Pavel, Antonin
(T 1784), and Felix. With them the tradition of ascetics in Hranice
vanished at the end of the 18th century.

The cemetery at Kostelicek already existed at the
end of the 15th century when members of the Hranice Unity of the

Brethren were buried here. The oldest preserved tombstones date
to the second half of the 19th century [8]. The most artistically
valuable tombstones decorate the graves of Klementina Geisle-
rovd - an angel (1864, No. 364 -366, the present Kohout tamily
grave) [5], Josef Ochman - a woman surrounded with children
(1860s, No. 143), Antonin Kunz with a grieving woman and

a portrait plague (1910, No. 271-274) [7], Prokop Zapletal
- a double portrait (1920, no. 174-175), and Véclav Jonds
- a figure of an athlete (1925, No. 172) [6]. The statues on the
cemetery represent the Calvary (Christ with mother Mary and
disciple John) from 1786, St. Cyril and Methodius from 1885,

and a modern statue of St. Theresa of Lisieux.

In front of the entrance to the church there

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St. Anthony Chapel the plaster bears the names of people who
repaired the cemetery fence in 1929. Later, a picture of the ascetic
Jurik painted by academic artist Alois Hrdlicka on “impregnated
American wood” was placed here. Today, it is inside Kostelicek.
* Fourteen chapels of the Stations of the Cross stand along the
fence, holding woodcuts from 1884 which depict scenes from the
crucifixion of Jesus [11]. The story starts behind the former house
of the sexton, on the left from the entrance gate, and continues
clockwise [12].¢ In the south-east corner of the cemetery, the
Stations of the Cross are complemented with a chapel dedicated
to souls in purgatory. Behind it, remnants of a charnel house are to
be found. * In the tacade of Kostelicek an alcove holds a statue
of the Virgin Mary, which stood on the Hranice square until 1729.
In 1988 the original statue was replaced with a plastic copy.
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
