pal pastures where today’s park lies, later an avenue of
acacia and walnuttrees called the Imperial Alleys was
planted here; the south part was used to train military hor-
ses [2]. The area has been flooded by the Be¢va River for
centuries [6]. In the first decade of the 20th century a town
park with a water basin and a fountain were built here ac-
cording to a design by Franti$ek Thomayer. The entrance
to the park was directly at the bridge over the Beéva Ri-
ver, which holds a meteorological column from 1906 [3].
In 1923, a John Hus memorial designed by Julius Pelikén
was unveiled in the park [4]. From 1918-1939 the park
was called The Czechoslovak Legionaries’ Gardens, tol-
lowed by The Schiller Gardens, 1945-1953 The Cze-

choslovak Legions’ Gardens, 1953-1990 Zdenék Ne-
jiedly Gardens, and now again The Czechoslovak Legi-

ons’ Gardens. In 1997, the park was declared a cultural
monument.

The road leading to
Teplice, which until then ran through the park, was remo-
ved to its present location, and the west part of the park
with the meteorological column was separated from the
park. In addition, two larger wooden exhibition pavilions
and a number of smaller ones were built in the park [5].
Once the exhibition ended, they were demolished. Du-
ring the second half of the 20th century the park gradual-
ly deteriorated [1].

The left bank of the Be¢va River has been

|||ed with sporting activities since as early as the 19th cen-
tury. In 1817 a shooting range was built behind the Tam-
bora pub, and at the beginning of the 19th century there
were several swimming pools on the bank. A skating ring
was established in the park, to be later replaced with ten-
nis courts. A Sokol sports club was built near the park, fe-
aturing both indoor and outdoor sports facilities; in 1958
an athletic stadium was opened facing the west, in 1960
a handball stadium, from 1965-1974 an outdoor swim-
ming pool was built, and in 2006 an indoor swimming
pool was built (The Hranice Pool).

The foundation stone of the Sokol sports club was
laid on June 12, 1927, and a year later the building, de-
signed by Alois Pilec, was completed. On February 5,
1974 the building burnt down. Managed by The Sigma
Physical Education Association, the repaired and remo-
deled building was ceremoniously opened on May 1,
1976. Today, the Sokol sports club is again managed by
the Sokol Hranice Physical Education Club.

The two-hundred yeah history of the

Stard Stielnice (Old Shooting Range) commenced when
Tambor founded it here at the end of the 18th
century. First as a holiday inn and then he added a sho-
oting range used also by the Civic Shooting Association
