Kamenny kostel zasvéce-
ny sv. Janu Kftiteli byl vystavén ziejmé koncem 13. stoleti. Jed-
nalo se o gotickou jednolodni stavbu s plochym stropem a jed-
nou ¢tythrannou véZi s kopuli [2]. Celkovd délka kostela byla
37 m, Sitka chrdmové lodi 16 m, tedy zhruba stejné jako mé
dnesni farni kostel na Masarykové ndmésti. Stavba byla ori-
entovdéna vychodnim smérem, vychodni hrana budovy se no-
chdzela asi 11 m od rohu dnesni budovy Fimskokatolické fary,
hlavni vchod byl na zdpadni strané v blizkosti hradeb (dnes
zde stoji $kola) [1]. V roce 1645 byl kostel pfi obléhdni Hra-
nic $védskym vojskem vypdlen, poté obnoven, ale v poloviné
18. stoleti byl jiz v natolik Spatném stavu, Ze bylo rozhodnuto
nahradit jej novym kostelem na hlavnim ndmésti. Jeho vystav-

ba probihala v letech 1754 -1764, ziejmé roku 1766 byl sto-
ry kostel zboren.

Skolni (School) Square until the 18th century, which indicates that
this area used to be the oldest center of the town. The stone church
consecrated to St. John the Baptist was probably built towards the
end of the 13th century. It was a Gothic single-nave constructi-
on with a flat ceiling and one square tower with a dome [2]. The
church was 37 m long and the width of the nave was 16 m, which
is about the same the present parish church on Masaryk Squo-
re. The building faced east, the eastern edge of the church was
about 1T m from the corner of today’s Roman Catholic vicarage.
The main entrance was on the west side near the town walls (to-
day, there is a school) [1]. In 1645 the Swedish army burnt down
the church during the siege of Hranice, later it was restored but in
the mid-18th century it was in such a bad condition that a decisi-
on was made to replace it with a new church on the main squo-
re. The new church was built from 1754 until 1764, and in about
1766 the old church was demolished.

S kostelem byl zrusen i hibitov, na budové $ko-
ly se viak jesté v poloviné 19. stoleti nachdzel ndhrobni ké-
men z roku 1745.V blizkosti kostela stdly dvé budovy, které s
ndbozenstvim Gzce souvisely - farni $kola a chudobinec (3pi-
tal).

The old church is connected with a
legend about a domain administrator who haunted it, he was pu-
nished after his death for his cruel behavior towards the subjects.
- “Upon his death he was buried in the crypt beneath the church.
But since then, every night the church grew restless. The organ
would play on its own, lights were on, bells chimed, and at mid-
night the administrator would jump out of the crypt with burning
eyes, take off his skin, and start playing cards with three devils.
After the game he would get up and run along the ledges and
howl with laughter until the rooster crowed. Then he put on his skin
again and lay down into his grave.” Peace was ensured only af-
ter the body of the deceased had been removed from the church.

ry, people were buried in the church and the cemetery around.
Along with the church also the cemetery was closed; however,
even as late as the mid-19th century there was an epitaph from
1745 on the school building. Near the church stood two buildings
closely related to faith - the parish church and a poorhouse (in-

Prostranstvi pred skolou bylo v 19. stoleti uprave-
no jako parcik s kasnou, kolem niz byly vysdzeny akéty. Roku
1898 nahradila kadnu socha cisafe Frantiska Josefa . [3]. Po
vyhlageni Ceskoslovenské republiky byla v roce 1918 socha
odstranéna (dnes stoji v aredlu Staré Strelnice). Roku 1938
mélo byt misto osazeno sochou T. G. Masaryka, za okupace
viak byla ukrytd socha zni¢ena. Po vdlce ziskalo mésto darem
ze Sovétského svazu Masarykovu sochu, kterd stdvala pivod-
né v ceskoslovenském UzZhorodu - v Hranicich byla odhale-

na roku 1948, odstranéna byla roku 1963. V dobé Prazského

firmary). The building of the infirmary was demolished at the end
of the 19th century [6]. Where the church used to stand, in 1789,
witnessed a new school, later extended and rebuilt into its pre-
sent state. The town elementary school was here until 1982, after-
wards the building served as a school for the children of soldiers
serving at the missile units deployed in Hranice. Today it houses

the Elementary School of Art Hranice, founded in 1924. The Skol-
ni Square was newly remodeled in 2008.

m In the 19th century the area in front of the school

featured a park with a fountain surrounded with acacia In 1898
the fountain was replaced by a statue of Emperor Franz Josef |
[3]. After the declaration of the Czechoslovak Republic in 1918
the statue was removed (today it stands on the Old Shooting Ran-
ge premises). In 1938 a statue of T. G. Masaryk was to be plo-
ced here but during the Nazi occupation the hidden statue was
destroyed. After the war, the Soviet Union gave the town a sto-
tue of Masaryk that had originally stood in the Czechoslovak
town of UZhorod - it was unveiled in Hranice in 1948 and remo-

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ved in 1963. During the Prague Spring, the Masaryk statue was
again placed on the empty pedestal from where it disappeared
in 1974, never to return again [4]. Ten years later, the place was
given a new element - a sculpture of Welcoming the Red Army,

which was in 1994 transferred to Trida Ceskoslovenské armddy
Avenue [5].

Approximately on the place of today’s

house No. 34, beneath the Rizek Guesthouse, stood until the
end of the 18th century the Lower, or Motosinskd, or Drahotu$ské
town gate, accessible via a stone bridge. The bridge is still there
even today but is covered with a road [7]. However, it is still possi-
ble to see some of its arches from the parking lot under the town
walls.
