They purchased houses
from the nobility because Hranice citizens opposed the
idea of Jews settling there. The coexistence of the Christi-
an majority and the Jewish minority was eventually ensu-
red when in 1637 the nobility confirmed the existence of
an independent selt-governed Jewish quarter and at the
same time, banned further selling of houses into Jewish
hands. The Jewish quarter was headed by an elected mo-
gistrate and after 1850 by a mayor[3]. In 1919 the Jewish
quarter was annexed to the town of Hranice, and only o
religious Jewish community led by a rabbi continued to
exist.

From
the 1780s various anti-Jewish restrictions were abolished
and in 1867 the Jews acquired tull civilian rights. In 1830
there were 659 Jews in Hranice; in 1857 the number re-
ached its maximum - 802 people, which was 13 % of
the entire population of the town. Afterwards the number
of the Jewish population started decreasing due to emi-
gration and assimilation. In 1910, 356 inhabitants of the
Jewish faith (3.9 %) lived in Hranice, in 1930 only 192 in-
dividuals (1.7 % of the population). During the 20th cen-
tury, most of the houses in the Zidovskd Street were torn

Established in 1844, a textile plant owned by a Jewish
family, the Hellers (later Karnola) was the largest Hranice
factory until the mid-20th century. The distilleries owned
by Sigmund Wolt (1827, later Leopold Fischer) and Ab-
raham Wolt (1836) had an even longer tradition. The
Hranice Jewish elite spoke German and felt strong
relationship especially to the Austrian Vienna. This con-
tributed to the tense relationships between the local Czechs

and Jews, mainly during the ,fight for the Hranice town
hall” in 1885-1903.

During the Protectorate of Bohemia and

Moravia, the Nazi anti-Jewish laws struck the Hranice
Jews [8].
