VOJENSKE USTAVY | MILITARY SCHOOL

\LTELWH GG CAA V roce 1851 byl z rozhodnuti cisa-
fe Frantiska Josefa I. v Hranicich zfizen Vy$§i vychovny Ustav
vojensky a o dva roky pozdéii také Jezdeckd skola eskadron-
ni. Hned roku 1856 byly v$ak Gstavy zruseny a do volnych bu-
dov se nastéhovala z Olomouce Délostieleckd akademie. V le-
tech 1870-1875 zde sidlila Vojenskd skola technickd, kterou
pak na ¢tyri desetileti (1875-1918) vystiidala Vyssi vojenska
redlka a Jezdeckd skola kadetni [4]. Na tradici vojenského
$kolstvi navazala v Ceskoslovenské republice Vojenskd akade-
mie (1921-1939, 1945-1950) [2] [3], poté jiz jen délostte-
lecké ucilisté (1950-1960). Ve druhé poloviné 20. stoleti zde
sidlila v rznych formdch vycvikové strediska pro délostielec-
tvo. Od roku 2004 je v budovéch byvalé akademie umistén
/1. mechanizovany prapor a velitelstvi 7. mechanizované bri-

gédy. Kasdrna jsou dnes pojmenovdna po hrdinovi protitasis-
tického odboje Otakaru Zahélkovi.

kal postupné. Nejprve byla na Gzemi Hranic podle projektu

MESTO HRANICE

Wilhelma von Doderer a Karla Schmidta vystavéna budova
vychovného Ustavu [7], poté budova jezdecké skoly na kata-
stru Drahotus. V letech 1858-1860 byl mezi né umistén diom
pro dustojniky [1], &imzZ vznikla souvisld fada budov s price-
lim dlouhym 538 metrl. Fasddy byly vybaveny mnozZstvim his-
torizujicich prvkd [5], ackoli sou¢asnikim se jevily ,zvendi jed-
noduché a vice velikosti nez pdvabem imposantni” [6]. Sever-
nim smérem se pak aredl rozristal o cvicisté, jizdarnu, plynér-
nu, nemocnici, hrbitov, kapli a dalsi budovy. Mésto Hranice
vystavélo v blizkosti aredlu na konci 19. stoleti zemébranec-
kd kasdrna, dustojnickou budovu (ép. 1956) a kasdrna domo-
brany (zboreny 2004), v roce 1936 pribyla budova velitelstvi
8. divize a dustojnickych bytd.

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In 1851, upon the ruling of Emperor Franz

Joseph |, the Higher Military Educational Institute was establis-
hed in Hranice, and two years later the Squadron Cavalry Scho-
ol. However, the institutes were closed by 1856 and the Artil-
lery Academy moved here from Olomouc. From 1870-1875

the premises housed the Technical Military School and then, for
the subsequent four decades (1875-1918), the Higher Military
School and the Cadet Cavalry School [4]. During the Czecho-
slovak Republic, the Military Academy continued the tradition of
military schooling (1921-1939, 1945-1950) [2] [3], later re-
placed by a secondary artillery school (1950-1960). In the se-
cond half of the 20th century the premises housed various artille-
ry training centers. Since 2004, the buildings of the former aco-
demy have been the seat of the 71st Mechanized Battalion and
the headquarters of the 7th Mechanized Brigade. Today, the
barracks are named for Otakar Zahdlka, a hero of the anti-Na-
zi resistance.

LAYORYA LB LA T The premises consisting of almost 21

hectares developed gradually. At first, a building for the edu-
cational institute designed by Wilhelm von Doderer and Karel
Schmidt was built on the Hranice territory [7], followed by the
building of the riding school in Drahotuse. From 1858- 1860 an

officers’ house was established between them [1], creating thus

a continuous row of buildings with a 538 m long facade. The
facade featured a lot of historicist elements [5] even though the
contemporaries thought they “looked simple and greater in size
than in beauty” [6]. To the north the premises were extended by
exercise grounds, a riding hall, gasworks, hospital, cemetery,
chapel, and other buildings. At the end of the 19th century, the
town of Hranice built landwehr barracks, an officers’ building
(No. 1956), and home defense barracks (torn down in 2004)
near the premises. In 1936 a building for the headquarters of
the 8th Division and for officers’ flats was added.

Na Tidé Ceskoslovenské armédy stoji pred bu-
dovami kasdren trojice pomnikd. Pamdatnik druzby éeskosloven-
skych a sovétskych délostielct (1955) vytvorfeny Vladimirem
Navrdtilem a odhaleny k 10. vyroci bitvy u Jasla. Déle objekt
houtnice (1977), realizovany ke 33. vyrodi téZe bitvy. A nej-
zdpadnéji sousosi Vitdni Rudé armdady (1984) z dilny Rudol-
fa Dolezala, které bylo az do roku 1994 umisténo na Skolnim
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CENTAWVAEL BT TSV In the course of the almost hundred

year history of the military schooling, a number of important per-
sonalities stayed in Hranice. Especially around the turn of the
20th century, “the sons of the best families in the country were
educated here - they were leaving the boarding school to study
at colleges or were beginning their military or state service, and
in all these cases it was a special recommendation that they had
grown up in the boarding school in H.,” wrote one of the most
famous local boarders, the writer Robert Musil. Other personali-
ties included the poet Rainer M. Rilke, the director Erich von Stro-
heim, during the Czechoslovak Republic it was the soldiers Ser-
gej Ingr, Otakar Jaros, Alexander Korda, Heliodor Pika, Otakar

Zahélka, in the post-war era for example the Olympic champion
Emil Zatopek, who is said to have practiced running in the hal-
f-kilometer long academy hall. In 1915, Edith Steinovd (canoni-

zed in 1998) worked in the Hranice emergency military hospi-

tal, which was temporarily stationed in the barracks.

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Three monuments stand in front of the barracks
on Trida Ceskoslovenské Armédy Avenue. The monument of the
friendship of the Czechoslovak and Soviet artillerymen (1955)
designed by Vladimir Navrdtil and unveiled on the occasion of
the 10th anniversary of the battle of Jaslo. The next is a howit-
zer (1977), sculpted for the 33rd anniversary of the same batt-
le. And the most western sculpture of Welcoming the Red Army
(1984) by Rudolf Dolezal, placed on the Skolni Square until
1994. In addition, an observant visitor will notice interesting his-
torical boundary stones in the vicinity of the barracks. In the gar-
den of Drahotu$e house No. 430, opposite the officers’ house,
there is a valuable Baroque cross dating back to 1745. On the
premises, there is a Neo-Gothic chapel of St. Barbara, the pat-
ron saint of artillerymen, dating back to 1862-1863. The caval-
ry school building houses the Memorial Hall of Resistance Mo-
vements. Itis open every first Wednesday of the month from 2 to
5 pm, and on public holidays from 9 am to 3 pm.
