LAV T U Hranickd tvrz se poprvé pfipomind

v roce 1398, dnesni zédmek, prisazeny k severozdpadnimu
obvodu méstskych hradeb, vznikal postupné od 15. do podat-
ku 17. stoleti [2]. Jednd se o ¢tytkiidlou dvoupatrovou budovu
(spojovaci severni kiidlo je jednopatrové) s unikétnim pozd-
né renesanénim arkddovym ndédvofim [7]. Zamecky portdl
se znaky pochdzi z let 1612-1614. V jihozdpadnim ndrozi
je umisténa vdlcové véz s osmibokou ndstavbou, na korouh-
vicce md letopocet 1604. Podobnd véz stdvala na severo-
vychodnim ndrozi vychodniho kfidla zdmku v dnesni Jirdsko-
vé ulici, byla odstranéna pfi rozsifovani komunikace v 1. po-
loviné 19. stoleti [3]. Reprezentadni mistnosti v jiznim zdmec-
kém kridle maiji bohatou stukovou pozdné renesanéni vyzdo-
bu s ¢asteéné dochovanou polychromii [9]. Pod vrstvami va-
pennych nétérd byly stuky znovu objeveny a renovovdny v le-
tech 1942-1944.V 1. patfe stoji za pozornost portdl se zno-
kem Frantiska kardindla z Dietrichsteina z let 1622-1636,

klasicistni majolikové kamna a dvojice novodobych mramoro-

vych krbi [8].
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the Hranice fort is first mentio-
ned in 1398; the present chateau, added to the north-west part of
the town walls, was built from the 15th century until the 17th centu-
ry [2]. It is a four-wing two-floor building (connected by a one-flo-
or northern wing) with a unique Late Renaissance arcade cour-
tyard [7].The chateau portal with crests dates back to 1612-1614.
The south-west corner holds a cylindrical tower with an octagonal
extension and a weather vane with the year 1604 on it. A similar
tower used to stand on the north-east corner of the east wing of the
chateau, in the present Jirdskova Street. It was removed when the
road was extended in the first half of the 19th century [3]. The re-
presentative rooms in the south wing feature rich stucco, Late Re-
naissance, decoration with a partly preserved polychromatic finish
[9]. Under layers of lime coats, the stuccos were rediscovered and
renovated in 1942-1944. The 1st floor boasts a portal with the
crest of Ferdinand, the cardinal of Dietrichstein, from 1622 -1636,
a Classicist majolica stove, and two modern marble fireplaces [8].

Po roce 1992 byla budova s padesdti po-
koji neGspésné nabizena k prodeji, az nakonec bylo rozhod-
nuto proménit ji v nové sidlo méstského Gradu. Rekonstrukce
probihala v letech 1996-1998. Zazdéné arkdady byly zno-
vu otevrieny, nddvofi bylo zastfe$eno a cely objekt ziskal po
mnoha desetiletich reprezentativni podobu [4] [5]. Slavnost-
ni otevieni zdmku se konalo 24. fijna 1998 [1]. Pfizemi z&dm-
ku je volné pristupné, kromé Gfadovny méstské policie se zde
nachdzeiji kanceldre, obchody a kavérna [6].

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As German property it was then confiscated and handed over to
the town. Subsequently it was the seat of the regional authority
and of the Jednota consumers’ cooperative. After 1992 the fifty-ro-
om building was offered for sale but failed to attract any buyers
so eventually a decision was made to change the chateau into
the new seat of the Town Office. The remodeling took place from
1996-1998. The walled-in arcades were reopened, a roof was put
over the courtyard, and after many decades the whole building lo-
oked representative again [4] [5]. The chateau was ceremonious-
ly opened on October 24, 1998 [1]. The ground floor of the che-
teau is open to the public, apart from the municipal police adminis-
trative headquarters there are offices, stores, and a cafe [6].

tower there has been preserved a Late Gothic toilet, whose gutter
in the tower wall leads directly to the castle moat. However, in the
inventories the room is registered as a chateau chapel of Our Lady.

trance to the chateau was uncovered only during the remodeling
of the building in 2000; until then its arches had been walled in. *
Signatures of vandals from the 19th century are carved into the bo-
lustrades on the first and second floors of the chateau courtyard. *
A number of fragments of tiles from the castle stove dating back to
the 16th century have been found in the backfilling of an old cel-
lar in the south-west corner of the chateau. ¢ The Renaissance por-
tal of the chateau is a modern copy of the original sculptural work;
by the 1940s water had damaged the slab with the crests of Véc-
lav Mol of Modrelice and his wife to such an extent that the crest
of the wife could not be reconstructed. ¢ The slabs with the crests
on a wall of the former coach room (here) were originally placed
on the town gates - the larger slabs from the Upper gate represent
the husband and wife Jan Kropdé of Nevédomi and Veronika of
Leskovec, the smaller slabs from the Motosinskd gate bear the crest
of the husband and wife Jan of Kunovice and Anna Kropé&&ové of
Nevédomi. ¢ An area originally functioning probably as a dunge-
on was discovered under the chateau tower during the architectu-
ral and historical survey of the chateau conducted in 1995.

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LR ECT R R LRV During the Thirty Years” War, the

citizens of Hranice surrendered their town to the Danish army in
1626, welcoming the army as their liberators. The town was later
active in the anti-emperor movement, but already on July 11, 1627
the emperor’s army conquered it. An old tradition says that treo-
chery was behind the conquering, and when the commander of
the town defense, the Bélotin bailiff Brustman (also known as Ma-
lik) realized how hopeless the situation was, he chose to commit
suicide by jumping from the chateau tower into the castle moat.
Afterwards, the town was punished by having all privileges revo-
ked; twelve participants of the “hideous rebellion” were executed,
others were imprisoned and fined.
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
