nice at the beginning of the 17th century. In 1637 an indepen-
dent Jewish community was confirmed to exist, and an existing
“burial garden behind the town” was mentioned. The cemete-
ry is estimated to have been established in the first half of the
1630s. Apart from the needs of the Hranice Jewish communi-
ty, the cemetery also served as a burial ground for fellow be-
lievers from the Pot$tét, Odry, Novy Ji¢in, Valaiské Mezifidi,
and Vsetin regions [6_. Opposite the cemetery a Jewish infir-
mary was builtin 1691, where Jews passing through the town
had to spend the night. The last burial conducted at the ceme-

tery was in 1963.

made to remodel the damaged Jewish cemetery in Hranice.
Unfortunately, the demolition affected more than 70% of its
area, a great number of monuments were completely destroy-
ed or damaged, the remodeling could not even be based on
a quality documentation of the cemetery prior to the demoliti-
on. And so the damaged area of the cemetery was piously re-
stored, and the burial stelas replanted freely [1]. In 1991 the

cemetery was again declared a cultural monument and after
remodeling, opened on November 14, 1994 [7] [11].

LT IR YIS T AT T B TN Those buried at the Hra-
nice cemetery include a number of interesting and important
personalities. Closely related to Hranice history are the no-

mes of entrepreneursfounders Abraham Wolf (1803 -1865)
and Noe Stross (1822 -1897); important Jewish rabbis inclu-
de Hermann Reiniger (1819-1897). Graves related to world
famous persons belong to: Oskar Katka (1884 -1901), a cou-
sin to the writer Franz Kafka [8], Lofti Singer (1820-1899),
the mother of the encyclopedist Isidor Singer, or the grave of

Julius Freud (1856-1858), the brother of the founder of psy-

choanalysis Sigmund Freud, which has not been preserved.

The oldest preserved tombstone dates back
5445 (1684/1685 of the Christian calendar) and belongs
to Jekl, the son of Natan Faitl, and his wite Chana. Most of
the tombstones were built in the second halt of the 19th cen-
tury. The inscriptions are mostly in Hebrew, from the 1830s
also in German, and several tombstones from the 20th centu-
ry have Czech text.

The blessing hands ap-
pear most frequently on the tombstones of those related to
the temple priests (Cohens) [10], the kettle on the stela of de-
scendants of temple servants (Levites), on several monuments
of respectable men we can see the crown of a good name or
the crown of the Torah. The monument of a woman called Le-
via (Lioness in Hebrew) Sonntagové (1846) bears a figure of
a lioness [9], the stela of Pesach Tauber (Pigeon in German)
from the mid 19th century contains an image of a pigeon. On
several tombstones from the first half of the 20th century the
Star of David appears, perhaps symbolizing that the decea-
sed belonged to Zionism.
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
